Skills: 
Discussing and recording ideas  
Composing and rehearsing sentences orally (including dialogue), progressively building a varied and rich 
vocabulary and an increasing range of sentence structures.  
Organising paragraphs around a theme.  
In narratives, creating settings, characters and plot.  
In non-narrative material, using simple organisational devices (headings & subheadings).  
Assessing the effectiveness of their own and others’ writing and suggesting improvements.  
Proposing changes to grammar and vocabulary to improve consistency, including the accurate use of 
pronouns in sentences.  
Proofread for spelling and punctuation errors.  
Extending the range of sentences with more than one clause by using a wider range of conjunctions, 
including when, if, because, although.  
Choosing nouns or pronouns appropriately for clarity and cohesion and to avoid repetition.  
Using conjunctions, adverbs and prepositions to express time and cause (and place) 
Using and punctuating direct speech (i.e. Inverted commas). 
Read their own writing aloud, to a group or the whole class, using appropriate intonation and controlling 
the tone and volume so that the meaning is clear

results and conclusions 

Use results to draw simple conclusions, make predictions for new values, suggest improvements and raise 

further questions 

Identify differences, similarities or changes related to simple scientific ideas and processes 

Use straightforward scientific evidence to answer questions or to support findings

Compare how things move on different surfaces 

Notice that some forces need contact between two objects, but magnetic forces can act at a distance 

Observe how magnets attract or repel each other and attract some materials and not others 

Compare and group together a variety of everyday materials on the basis of whether they are attracted to a 

magnet, and identify some magnetic materials 

Describe magnets as having two poles 

Predict whether two magnets will attract or repel each other, depending on which poles are facing. Know 

that magnetic poles attract and repel. To recognise magnetic material
